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INTRODUCTION
The world is still divided by wars, conflict and tensions, more over in undeveloped areas where education is another big issue. The major stake is that education can be a vector to prevent conflict because the fear of each other is due to the unknown. Conflicts keep millions of children out of school and the numbers are rising. In crisis-affected countries, school-age children are more than twice as likely to be out of school as their peers in other countries.

DEFINITION OF KEY TERMS
Conflict zone:  an area in which a war is being fought.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Children and schools are increasingly being used as weapons of war in many countries, and more should be done to protect education in war zones. We used to think that hospitals and religious establishments and schools were regarded as out of bounds, and certainly international law says that they are, but increasingly schools are being used by rebel factions and different organizations fighting their wars, and they have become military establishments rather than what they should be -sanctuaries and havens of safety for young innocent children in war. In Democratic Republic of Congo, children have been militarized and used as “battering rams” by fighters to improve their chance of winning battles, and in Iraq girls have been used as sex slaves. Both of these are major violations of the rights of children. The military budget is twice as large as the primary school budget in Ethiopia. In Chad, it’s four times as large, and in Pakistan, seven times greater. If the conflict states in sub-Saharan Africa could cut military spending by 10%, they could educate more than a quarter of their out-of-school population, or nearly three million children, and one-fifth of Pakistan’s military budget would provide for universal primary education. The U.N. children’s agency (UNICEF) and others have called for a multimillion dollar humanitarian fund for education in emergencies to be set up, that can be mobilized quickly in a conflict, natural disaster or other humanitarian emergency. There has been small progress on the matter, but to no great extent. Education received 2% of the humanitarian aid funds in 2018, which is around $230 million. However, that is not nearly enough, as estimates show that education would have to get at least 10-times as much funds ($2.3 billion) for any significant progress to be made on the matter. 


POSSIBLE SOLUTIONS
